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1.Students must complete a total of 8 credits in common required courses, 16 credits in general education courses, 4 credits in departmental required courses, 32
credits in major required courses, and at least 68 credits in major electives (including 12 credits in elective courses offered by other departments; the maximum
credits for the second foreign language are 16) in order to graduate. The minimum number of credits required for graduation is 128 credits, and students must pass
the "Graduation Thresholds and Counseling Measures for English and Information Literacy for Students of this University" and the graduation regulations of their
department in order to graduate.
